IVIATK TO Incorporate those archi-
tectural elements, such as French
and glass double doors, columned
archways, balustraded terraces, and
expansive windows.

From the second-floor Great
Room, sliding-glass doors access
the balcony. “When the sliders are
open, it feels as though you are
outdoors,” Beth says. "Every win-
dow in the house has a glorious
ocean or courtyard view."

To create an interior in keeping
with the exterior architecture, Beth
enlisted designer Jill Shevlin. I
selected modern furniture that cap-
tures an Old World feel, but with a
contemporary edge,” Shevlin says.

This juxtaposition of styles
comes together in the Great Room,
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
